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Workspace
Britannica Online Workspace is a powerful tool with many uses. Students can use
the workspace when they are working on research papers and school projects and
save materials (including photos, websites and encyclopedia articles) and access
them from a different computer later on. Project teams can even share the same
collection of resources by using a shared Workspace name.
EXERCISE 12
1. There are two ways to enter Workspace, from the home page or from an article
2. Before you start searching for anything you need to set up your project folders
3. Go to Workspace through the top tool bar from the homepage
4. You must enter a username, however, the password is optional. You can share this with

your class to all access the same articles you have found prior to the lesson if you don’t
put a password the class see the Workspace they are sharing as read only so they
cannot edit or they can have their own unique username and password for individual
projects

5. Click Add Project and then type in a relevant project name
6. Search for a topic
7. From the search results page make sure the correct project folder is displayed on the

right of the article if it is not, change it by clicking the drop down menu.
8. Click on the Save icon next to the entry’s title. You can save any articles, multimedia or

website links here
9. You will now be able to retrieve this workspace from another computer or share it with

other users
10. If you put an article in the wrong folder you must enter workspace click on the article link

and then select the correct folder and save to workspace you will have two articles simply
delete the one in the wrong folder.

11. You must click the Save button in workspace if you want to keep any changes such as
deleting

12. If you are working on several different projects you can have as many different project
folders as you require. It also allows you to email, print and delete articles.
